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BACKGROUND
The G.E.M. Program was instituted by the 1990-1991 CKI Board to recognize clubs that achieve success in membership growth as compared to the previous year’s statistics. The program recognizes clubs in four divisions: Ruby, Sapphire, Emerald, and Diamond. The five clubs with the highest membership growth in each category will be recognized at the Circle K International Convention.

CATEGORY SPECIFICATIONS*
The categories shall be defined as follows:

RUBY - clubs with 1-19 members during the previous year but 20 or more members during the current year

SAPPHIRE - clubs with 20-39 members during the previous year but 40 or more members during the current year

EMERALD - clubs with 41-59 members during the previous year but 60 or more members during the current year 

DIAMOND - clubs with more than 61 members during the previous year 

*A percentage increase will be computed in each division, and the five clubs with the highest percentage increase will be recognized.


CALCULATION AND AWARDING
Clubs do not need to complete specific forms to participate in this program. The total dues a club pays by April 15th will be the figure the International Office uses to compute the percentage of growth for that club.

Throughout the year, clubs must regularly update their club’s membership in the online Membership Update Center (http://soapmu.kiwanis.org/).
