· Planning and Execution						25 points
· Collaboration with other organizations			10 points
· Public Relations							5 points
· Overall Club Participation					25 points

4) Include only events between April 1st and March 31st.

5) Decisions of the judges are final and no changes, alterations, or recalculations will take place after the results have been certified by the contest committee members, the chairman of the contest committee, and the Circle K International Board.
