JUDGING AND ELIGIBILITY
1) To be eligible for this contest, a club must be in good standing with both international and the district.

2) Entries shall be judged by a committee of convention attendees selected by the International Director in consultation with the CKI President. 

3) First, second, and third place winners shall be awarded in each of the three following categories:
· Bronze	35 or fewer members
· Silver		36 to 60 members
· Gold		61 or more members

4) First, second, and third place winners shall be the three clubs (within each category) with the highest point totals based on the following criteria:
· Need for the Project	 				15 points			
· Planning and Execution of the Project		25 points
· Club Participation						25 points
· Publicity of the Project					15 points
· Evaluation of the Project					20 points

5) Only one service project may be entered per club.  A qualifying single service project shall be defined as a club service project planned, organized, and hosted by the Circle K club.  

6) Include only a service project completed between April 1st and March 31st.

7) Service projects relating to The ELIMINATE Project may not be submitted for the Single Service Project Award.  (These projects should be submitted for The ELIMINATE Project Award instead).

8) A maximum of 5 supplemental materials may be included. Examples of supplemental items include a letter, a report, a brochure, a page of pictures, or a newspaper clipping referring to the indicated service project.  All supplemental materials must be submitted electronically (scanned copies are acceptable) in the follow:

9) Decisions of the judges are final and no changes, alterations, or recalculations will take place after the results have been certified by the contest committee members, the chairman of the contest committee, and the Circle K International Board.
