JUDGING AND ELIGIBILITY
1) To be eligible for this contest, a club must be in good standing with both international and the district.
2) A Circle K club may enter a scrapbook containing pictures, souvenirs, newspaper clippings, etc. of its activities during the club administrative year.  Include such items only for events between April 1st and March 31st.
3) The scrapbook may be no larger than 18” x 27” in size.  (Larger scrapbooks should be entered into the Non-Traditional Club Scrapbook contest).
4) Each scrapbook must include the following categories and must be tabbed accordingly:
· Service to Campus
· Service to Community
· Fundraising Projects
· Involvement with Kiwanis Family Projects
· Involvement with the Service Partners and/or The ELIMINATE Project
· Miscellaneous
5) The scrapbook must include page numbers and a table of contents referring to these page numbers.
6) Entries shall be judged by a committee of convention attendees selected by the International Director in consultation with the CKI President. 
7) First, second, and third place winners shall be the three clubs with the highest point totals based on the following criteria:
